SUMMER PROGRAM

Program is for current K-12th graders (2024-2025
school year). Children must be five years old by
August 31, 2024 AND have completed traditional
Kindergarten.

Breakfast, lunch, and afternoon snack are
provided for each child and are included in the
price of the program.

All field trips and day trips to Camp Spencer (camp
for Elementary Students) are included in the price
of the program.

SUMMER HOURS

Summer Program hours are Monday-Friday,
7:30am - 6:30pm. Doors will not open before
7:30am. Neglecting these operating hours may
result in your child being suspended from the
program.

The Summer Program begins June 2 and ends
July 30. The Club will be closed June 19 & July 4.

DROP-OFF AND PICK-UP

CHILD DROP-OFF is permitted between 7:30am
and 9am only. After 9am, parents must park and
walk their child inside to check in at Club Central
with a lunch. Cars are not allowed to parkin the
drop-off lane. (Breakfast cutoff is 8:30am).

CHILD PICK-UP Parent/ driver must park ina
designated parking spot and come inside to Club
Central, located through the left door under the
covered drop-off area

MEDICATION
