Our Teen program is for students in grades 9-12
and operates in the same way our Afterschool
Program operates.

Transportation is provided from school to the
Club from Central Cabarrus High School,
Concord High School, Northwest Cabarrus High
School and West Cabarrus High School. Students
from other high schools may attend, but
transportation is not provided.

High School Afterschool Program members
have the option of joining the Keystone Club,
which will involve participation in community
service projects, special events, and
volunteering inside and outside the Club.

High school students may enroll in the High
School Afterschool Program without being
required to participate in the Keystone Club.

High School students have access to the
Teen Center that includes a pool table and
game area, multiple gaming stations, alarge
screen for television and videos, general
gathering area, computer stations and
designated study rooms.

The Keystone Club is a Boys & Girls Clubs of
America teen program. Its focus is to provide
teens an opportunity to gain valuable
leadership and service experience.
